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As with all behavioural processes, there is discretion as to which of the options above
are utilised. There will also be circumstances that fall outside of these parameters. Each
situation should be carefully considered and the Deputy Principal consulted if another
pathway is deemed more suitable for the circumstances.
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DP outcomes may also take into account previous behaviour, reviews and wellbeing.
